The circulation numbers are still good. Interlibrary loan is going well. We are processing requests for other libraries in Illinois outside of our library system and libraries from other states. Lill reported that 10 license plate stickers were sold in August. She spoke with Sandy Cook’s daughter-in-law who informed Lill that the family will make a donation to the library in Sandy’s name for large print books. Lill mentioned starting a seed library and asked if the family minded if we called it Sandy’s Seed Library. They liked the idea.

Lill brought up the possibility of providing passport service at the library. She is also looking into becoming a notary. Bill McMeekan discussed with Lill the berm he was going to build in the south parking lot. After more consideration and discussion, he is going to see about getting guardrails from the village and installing those with car stops beneath them for added safety. Lill asked about creating a green space on the west end of the south parking lot. Bill is willing to help with that.


OLD BUSINESS: 
NARCAN TRAINING UPDATE
Lill stated that the Edwards River Library in Aledo is holding a Narcan training on September 17 at 1:00 pm. She and Jeff will attend. Kareem from Robert Young will provide the training and bring supplies for each library to have. Lill will find out at the training how often staff need training to stay compliant.
